PRIMARY SURVEY

with c-spine consideration

Commence CPR

if no signs of life

Position patient supine

Administer high-flow Oxygen 

via non-rebreather mask

Consider pain relief

Establish IV access

Monitor closely

Record observations

Stable: Every 10 minutes

Time Critical: Every 5 minutes.

Re-evaluate
Re-consider:

Patient positioning

Perform Vital Sign Survey

Monitor for hypothermia
Apply cardiac monitoring

Apply reassurance

Consider fluid therapy 

as required
